Pace of Play
Pace of play is one of the most common discussions we have in

the Golf Shop. Each of us has a different view on how fast or

slow we should all be able to play. Kenmure’'s Golf Activities

Committee has established that players are expected to

maintain a pace of play, to complete 18 holes, in 4 hours and

15 minutes. Please remember this time is based on the carts

being allowed off the path. When the carts are restricted to the

path, this pace of play will take longer.

Sometimes open golf holes are viewed as groups playing slow,

but this is not always the case. Singles can play faster than

twosomes, threesomes faster than foursomes.

What can we all do to ensure a comfortable pace of play for all

on a consistent basis:

1. Be ontime for your starting time.

2. Start at the assigned starting time, not before or after.

3. Play ready golf.

4. |If the carts are restricted to the path carry a few clubs and a
sand bottle with you.

5. Watch your ball until it lands on the ground and then mark
it's position with a reference point.

Marking of the Golf Course

After many discussions and trips out to hole # 17, the lateral
hazard will be marked a little different than it has been in the
past. Before, the red stakes to the right of the cart path,
beginning at the bottom of the hill, have been very close to the
creek. We have marked the inside, or right side, of the cart
path with a red line that now defines where the lateral hazard
begins. The drop area has been removed and anyone who hits
a ball into the hazard on the right will proceed to where the ball
last crossed the margin of the hazard and then drop their ball
within one club length, to include swing and stance, to the left
side of the cart path.

There have also been a few questions in regards to Out of
Bounds and which roads define Out of Bounds. The best way to
answer this is that all roads, whether they are state maintained
roads or Kenmure maintained roads define Out of Bounds.
